Today SOLV is
expanding on their vision with a
strategic plan that will guide us
as we work to improve
Oregon’'s environment and
build a legacy of stewardship.




SOLV Today

SOLV annually provides
resources to more than 250
Oregon communities, focusing on
litter cleanup, native planting,
invasive, non-native vegetation
removal and watershed
monitoring and  maintenance
projects. SOLV creates an
average of 85,000 volunteer

opportunities across the
state. Since 1997, SOLV has
provided an estimated

$60,000,000 in service to Oregon.
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
