SOLV Beach Cleanup 2010
Beach Captain Job Description

We have 44 Registration Sites along the coast and each one is staffed on the day of the event with volunteer Beach Captains. Beach Captains are recruited by one of our 16 Zone Captains.
Beach Captains receive their supplies directly from SOLV or the Zone Captains. This includes waiver forms, gloves, trash bags, sharps containers, lapel stickers, and may include a banner or other signage.

 

Beach Captain responsibilities include these tasks.  
1. Set up a table(s) and signage at the site no later than 9:00. During inclement weather a tent may be required.
2. Greet and welcome volunteers as they arrive.

3. Be sure the safety information sign is posted for all to see. Ask volunteers to read, or read aloud to them, the provided safety information (Includes, for example, watch for sneaker waves, stay away from logs).
4. Each volunteer is required to complete and sign a waiver form prior to participating.  An authorized adult may register volunteers under the age of 18.
5. If volunteers do not have their own gloves, provide one glove to each person (for the hand picking up trash). Give volunteers a bag and ask them to return their trash to the designated place no later than 1pm.
6.  Remain at the site until you are sure all volunteers have returned.
7. Report to your Zone Captain no later than 2pm the number of volunteers, estimated pounds of trash, and/or the number of bags filled, and any interesting items found.
8. Break down the Registration Site returning completed waiver forms and unused materials to the Zone Captain.
